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Executive Summary  
 
AECOM was retained by Metrolinx to conduct a Cultural Heritage Screening Report (CHSR) as part of the 
Lakeshore East Rail Corridor Expansion– Don River to Scarborough Go Station (Segment 1) Project Transit Project 
Assessment Process (TPAP). Metrolinx is evaluating expanding and improving the Lakeshore East Rail Corridor 
between the Don River and Scarborough GO Station (Mile 332.50 to Mile 324.97) in the City of Toronto. The 
proposed works include:  

�x Addition of a fourth track on the south side between the Don River Bridge and Gerrard Street with the track 
shifting to the north side between Pape Avenue and Scarborough GO Station; 

�x Widening of bridges at: Woodbine Avenue, Warden Avenue and Danforth Avenue; 
�x Widening works under the Birchmount Road Bridge; 
�x Layout changes at Danforth GO Station; 
�x Retaining walls; 
�x Three culvert extensions: east of Coxwell Avenue (Mile 329.50), east of Kennedy Road (Mile 325.74) and 

Scarborough Junction (Mile 325.55). 
 

This project will support service reliability and future service expansions as part of the transformational GO 
Expansion Program. 
 
The project impacts will be assessed following the Transit Project Assessment Process (TPAP), as prescribed in 
Ontario Regulation 231/08 under the Environmental Assessment Act. As part of the TPAP, an Environmental Project 
Report (EPR) will be prepared for public review.  
 
A field review of the study corridor was conducted on February 23, 2016 by Emily Game and Michael Greguol 
(AECOM). This was undertaken to identify built heritage resources and cultural heritage landscapes of 40 years or 
older within the study area. For the purposes of this report, the study area is defined as properties that share a 
property boundary with existing railway corridor were considered to be potentially impacted. The definition of 
adjacent lands was taken from the Provincial Policy Statement (2005) as:  
 

a.  those lands contiguous to a specific natural heritage feature or area where it is likely that development or 
site alteration would have a negative impact on the feature or area. The extent of the adjacent lands may be 
recommended by the Province or based on municipal approaches which achieve the same objectives; and 
b. for the purposes of policy 2.6.3, those lands contiguous to a protected heritage property or as otherwise 
defined in the municipal official plan. 

 
This CHSR meets the requirements of the Metrolinx Draft Terms of Reference for a Cultural Heritage Screening 
Report for Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes and the Metrolinx Interim Cultural Heritage 
Management Process (2013) and includes the necessary steps for the identification and documentation of Potential 
Provincial Heritage Properties and Conditional Heritage Properties. A Potential Provincial Heritage Property is a 
property that is partially or fully owned or occupied by Metrolinx, and the answer to at least one screening question is 
‘yes’ (except age), a Conditional Heritage Property is a property that is not owned or occupied by Metrolinx and the 
answer to at least one screening question is ‘yes’ (except age).  
 
The screening process identified three Conditional Heritage Properties and ten Potential Provincial Heritage 
Properties adjacent to the study corridor; it also identified five properties previously designated under Part V of the 
Ontario Heritage Act.  
 
Should additional lands be required for staging, storing or access, further screening will be required to identify 
potential Built Heritage Resources or Cultural Heritage Landscapes within the staging areas.  
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Based on the results of data collection and a field review of the study area, AECOM recommends the following:

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1. Introduction  

AECOM was retained by Metrolinx to conduct a Cultural Heritage Screening Report (CHSR) as part of the 
Lakeshore East Rail Corridor Expansion (Segment 1– Don River to Scarborough Go Station).  Metrolinx is 
evaluating expanding and improving the Lakeshore East Rail Corridor between the Don River and Scarborough GO 
Station (Mile 332.50 to Mile 324.97) in the City of Toronto. The proposed works include:  

�x Addition of a fourth track on the south side between the Don River Bridge and Gerrard Street shifting to the 
north side between Pape Avenue and Scarborough GO Station; 

�x Widening of bridges at: Woodbine Avenue, Warden Avenue and Danforth Avenue; 
�x Widening works under the Birchmount Road Bridge; 
�x Layout changes at Danforth GO Station; 
�x Retaining walls; 
�x Three culvert extensions: east of Coxwell Avenue (Mile 329.50), east of Kennedy Road (Mile 325.74) and 

Scarborough Junction (Mile 325.55). 
 
This project will support service reliability and future service expansions as part of the transformational GO 
Expansion Program.  
 
The project impacts will be assessed following the Transit Project Assessment Process (TPAP), as prescribed in 
Ontario Regulation 231/08 under the Environmental Assessment Act. As part of the TPAP, an Environmental Project 
Report (EPR) will be prepared for public review. 
 
The objective of this CHSR is to identify properties within the Lakeshore East Rail Corridor Expansion (Segment 1 – 
Don River to Scarborough GO Station) with recognized or potential cultural heritage value or interest. The properties 
are identified to determine which properties may require further study as a part of Cultural Heritage Evaluation 
Report (CHER). Properties with no potential are screened out of the cultural heritage process.   
 
As a part of the screening process a field review of the study corridor was conducted on February 23, 2016 by Emily 
Game and Michael Greguol, Cultural Heritage Specialists. This was undertaken to identify built heritage resources 
and cultural heritage landscapes of 40 years or older within the study area. For the purposes of this study, only 
properties that share a property boundary with existing railway corridor were considered to be potentially impacted. 
This process identified a total of 29 Built Heritage Resources and two Cultural Heritage Landscapes adjacent to the 
study corridor; it also identified five properties previously designated under Part V of the Ontario Heritage Act.  
 
This CHSR meets the requirements of the Metrolinx Draft Terms of Reference for a Cultural Heritage Screening 
Report for Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes and the Metrolinx Interim Cultural Heritage 
Management Process (2013) and includes the necessary steps for the identification and documentation of Potential 
Provincial Heritage Properties and Conditional Heritage Properties. A Potential Provincial Heritage Property is a 
property that is owned or occupied by Metrolinx, and the answer to as least one screening question is ‘yes’ (except 
age), a Conditional Heritage Property is a property that is not owned or occupied by Metrolinx and the answer to at 
least one screening question is ‘yes’ (except age).
