
  An air monitoring station is similar in size to an 
 electrical sub-station; the typical horizontal dimensions for 
 the full enclosure is 3.048 m x 3.048 m (10 ft x 10 ft). 

 The station in this photo includes a meteorological tower 
 (the tall tower with the wires). 
 - A 10 m (32.8 ft) meteorological tower will be 
  installed for at least one of the locations to measure
   localized wind speed and direction data along the 
  corridor on an hourly basis throughout the 
  monitoring period. 
 -  The location for the meteorological tower will be 
  selected in consultation with the Ontario Ministry 
  of the Environment. 

 The AQM stations will have an additional box on the 
 roof of the enclosure with a high-volume sampler for total 
 particulate measurements.  
 - The box is about 0.6 m x 0.6 m (2 ft x 2 ft) wide and 
  about 1.2 m (4 ft) high and would sit in the middle 
  of the roof.  
 -  When un-insulated and un-mu�ed, sounds like a 
  loud central vacuum cleaner or a shop vac.
 - This high-volume samplers as part of this program 
  will be insulated and equipped with a mu�er.
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
